What is it? SNAP (the Supplemental Nutri-
tion Assistance Program—formerly Food
Stamps) is the cornerstone of all federal nutri-
tion assistance programs, providing benefits
for the purchase of nutritious food to qualified
low-income

people in addition to economic benefits for the
local community.

Do I qualify? Eligibility is based on income
and resources available to the household. You
may receive SNAP benefits even if you do not
receive cash assistance. SNAP benefits are not
welfare.
